A Apply direct pressure to wound
A Focus on the location of the bleeding

A Use just enough gauze or cloth to
cover Injury

A If pressure stops the bleeding , keep
pressure on wound until help arrives

A For large wounds, superficial
oressure 1s not effective

A If bleeding is from a deep
wound, pack gauze tightly
Into the wound until It stops

A Apply 2 to 3inches above wound
A Do not place over the elbow or knee
A Tighten tourniquet until bleeding stops

A Do NOT remove the tourniquet
